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Beadwork Style Dot Art Painting
Materials:
· Moccasin template
· Brown construction paper (optional)
· Acrylic Paint
· Sharp pencil
· Paper towel or a rag
· Scissors
· Cotton balls (optional)
· Glue (optional)
Instructions:
1. Pick a colour for the inner petal.Consider placing a spirit bead in your dot art. A spirit bead is an off-colour bead that is strategically placed. A spirit bead represents the humility of the artist. 
Example: one green bead amongst blue beads.

Hint: Colours are usually arranged symmetrically.

2. Pick a colour for the outer petal.  
3. Center options: Pick 2 shades of the same colour for the center OR use the same 2 colours from your flower petal for the center.
4. Follow along with the livestream/video to “bead” using paint.
5. (Optional) Glue cotton balls to look like rabbit fur.  
6. Cut around the outside of the moccasin.
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1. This template may be photocopied onto brown construction paper to resemble leather. 

2. Dot by dot fill in the floral design, as if you are beading.


3. Glue cotton balls to look like rabbit fur.

 
4. Cut around the outside of the moccasin.

2. Dot by dot fill in the floral design, as if you are beading. (Hint: Colours are usually mirror images of each other.)

3. Cut around the outside of the moccasin.
